Wellness Week at Archibald Nursery to Year 4 
 

After the success of last year, from Monday 18th - 22nd July, Archibald First School will be hosting another Wellness 
Week. This will be a week spent together as classes embracing our physical and mental health. For this week, we 
are encouraging all children to come to school in their own activewear every day (Archibald PE Kit is NOT 
required but no crop tops or strappy vests please, and shoulders and stomachs must be fully covered. Leaver’s 
hoodies for the Year 4 children can be worn).  

Each day, there will be an exciting activity to take part in. For example, we will have a visit from Hoopstarz, mindful 
activities, All Stars cricket tasters, Mr Holman’s Marvellous Multi Skills, and an intra-school Football Competition 
for Key Stage 2. 

We also request that your child/children come to school on Monday 18th July 2021 with a towel and change of 
clothes and shoes to keep on their peg until it is used. In this bag they will also need a small water gun/pistol. If 
you do not have one, a small plastic tub could be used. This will be for one of our events throughout the week 
that involves water! 

We will also be having a ‘Wheelie Fun’ session on the yard. On the allocated day, your child is asked to bring their 
bike, scooter, roller-skates, skateboard, etc. into school. Helmets are essential and pupils will only take part if 
wearing one.

To allow all of this to happen, we are requesting a donation of £5 per child, which can be paid via Parent Pay. For 
pupils in Class 10, we are requesting £2 per pupil, due to spending 3 of the 5 days at Hawkhirst. 

Throughout this week, your child/children may be outdoors for an extended part of the school day. As always, we 
hope that we will have good weather for this type of event, so please ensure sun cream is applied and that sunhats 
are brought to school. Shoulders must be covered.
